During the Environmental Waste Clean-Up hours, acceptable items will 
include those that are harmful to the environment (i.e. paint, oil, 
batteries, etc.). However, we cannot accept needles or medical waste. 
Old prescriptions can always be dropped off in the drop-box located in 
the Police Department lobby.  
 

During the remainder of the event, we will be unable to accept items 
harmful to the environment including refrigerators, air conditioners, any 
Freon bearing items, batteries, or other hazardous material.

The adoption of the 2025 Tax Rate of 
$0.475 per $100 of valuation (no increase or 
decrease in the tax rate is proposed) 
however,  the proposed rate will increase the 
total tax revenues collected by $50,777 due 
to new properties being added to the tax roll. 
Your individual taxes may increase or 
decrease, depending on the change in the 
taxable value of your property. 

The adoption of the Fiscal Year 2025-2026 
Budget: The proposed budget will raise 
more total property taxes than last year's 
budget by $89,256
